You are invited to visit HelpNotHarmCanada.ca to quickly 
and respectfully contact your federal Member of Parliament, 
urging them to support Bill C-218 (The Right to Recover 
Act). This legislation would amend the Criminal Code to 
ensure that Medical Assistance in Dying (MAiD) is not 
extended to individuals whose sole underlying condition is 
mental illness. Without this amendment, MAiD will be 
available for mental illness alone beginning in March 2027. 
A vote is expected to take place mid-April 2026.
