Many of our brothers and sisters are struggling in silence. 

Because of your support of ShareLife, Tyler didn’t face his 

hardships alone. When he first came to counselling at a 

Catholic Charities agency you support through ShareLife, he 

was withdrawn and guarded—reluctant to open up. But slowly, 

with support, he began to share the weight he carried: the 

trauma of losing his father to a drug overdose and the pain of 

repeated loss in his family life. 

Over time, Tyler found the courage to face his story, make 

sense of his struggles, and take steps toward healing. Today, 

he says counselling has become something he looks forward 

to—even when it’s hard—because it’s helping him grow. 

Through ShareLife, you help people in our community access 

mental health services. You offer healing to those who feel 

forgotten and hope to those who are hurting.
